Applicant must be Act 120 certified.
Applicant must possess a valid driver’s license.
Applicant may not have any misdemeanor or felony convictions.
Applicant must be physically and psychologically able to perform the duties of a
police officer.
e Applicant must possess visual acuity acceptable for performing all functions and
responsibilities of a police officer.
